WHAT'S HAPPENING AT PRC?

One year, 365 days, 8,760 hours, 525,600 minutes, since we interviewed and accepted the call to Prairie River
Camp. Seven months ago, we arrived on site and began learning about the ministry firsthand. A few days ago,
we hosted our first High School YFC Winter Retreat, serving 28 students. What a fantastic time! The Lord chal-
lenged us to find alternate ways to have fun with windchills at -22 and below. Our team responded, and we heard
things like, “That foam dart game was awesome! Can we play again?”, “Minute-To-Win-It was so much fun!”, “The
food was great; | liked the PRC-fil-a sandwiches and waffle fries” and many more. We watched God work through
Arron Oker's teaching times, and over ten kids rededicated their lives to Christ, one first-time camper decided

to follow Christ, and several more said they grew closer in their walk. Praise to our Lord for His fantastic work in
these hearts.

So, where do we go from here? Middle School Winter Camp! Prayers for a full camp (48 Students), for the Lord
to bring the students He wants to be here, that the messages speak to them, and that the weather allows for
more activities, students to have fun, and everyone remains safe.

Then what? Well, we have three new groups to host in March and May. We have openings for guests to fill for
families and groups from now until Summer Camp starts, staff recruiting for Summer Camp, schedule and
curriculum planning, staff interviews, building projects to finish and start (see Caleb’s article), Ropes Course
inspection, training, and the list goes on. All in God's time.

Our team will be reaching out for help from all of you. We are looking for college-age cabin staff for this summer;
students to serve in the program, maintenance, food service; and adult volunteers to serve as prayer warriors (at
camp and at home). We are so blessed by all of your prayers, encouraging words, gifts of time, and financial
support. Through all these ways, you are laboring with us in this ministry.

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CONSTRUCTION UPDATES

Greetings PRC Family,

The team at PRC is currently working in two major areas: the Dining Hall and the new Rec. Room/Canteen.

The Dining Hall should be completed for Summer Camps! This includes the new kitchen, deck, walk-in cooler
and freezer, as well as the basement patio and retaining walls. Once the ground thaws, the outdoor projects will
start, but for now, we are working to get the commercial kitchen finished and inspected within the next weeks.

The new Rec. Room/Canteen has been going for a few months now. We passed the electrical rough-in
inspection and have started insulating. We did convert the space into a foam dart war zone because of the sub-
zero temps at our High School Winter Camp, so it will need to be changed back into a construction zone again. It
is already serving as a great space for indoor activities, and it is only about 70% completed. Despite

being told by a few different people that we should stop construction and use this for Foam Dart Wars, once
completed the Rec. Room will be used as a space for registration as campers arrive, and our new canteen as well
as games and sitting area for guest groups.

As spring arrives we have multiple new projects starting up including our Outdoor Youth Activity Center, new
parking lot, more sleeping quarters for campers, expanding our paintball program and installing our new solar
system that will help us cut our electrical costs. Exciting things continue to happen at PRC, and we are so thankful
for everyone involved!
